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Barrack Hussein Obama was sworn in as President of the United States of America this week.
Many evangelical Christians expressed their concerns over Obama's support for gay rights,
abortion and his weakness on Islamic terrorism. Obama was elected on a wave of support by
the media, both in Britain and the United States.

published

anniversary of the Roe vs Wade ruling that legalized infanticide up to 24 weeks, Obama

If you are an American and you want to know where your country will be
12 years down the line, just take a look at Britain. Former Prime Minister Tony Blair was
elected on a platform of change. The Labour government had no real policies, but they didn't
need any.
